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Taunya Eyre: You're just saying, "This is what I would like··. 

Chsinnan Crafton: You would prefer a wooden fence? 

Mr. Stone: I would prefer a wooden fence that would just totally eliminate the possibility of 
traffic. 

Taunya Eyre: But you realize it won't. because if people want to hop a fence they arc going to 
hop a fence. 

Chainnan Crafton: Does anybody else have any more questions? So, basically it comes down to 
Sham1 prefer Holly's over a fence. We have heard your concems, and thank you. 

Mr. Stone: You're welcome. 

CJwjnnan Crafton: Go ahead Denny. 

Dennis Branson: I'm at 916 Kelly Court. One less thing, before yo\1 get off the fence, be aware 
thB! anytime you place an obstacle on grade in the natural flow of water, it could wind up 
causing more problems than you are trying to solve. So, the surface water drainage I think he is 
going to be a lot happier with the Holly"s and not a batTier fence, because I think that is a 
potential of causing more problems for you than what you are thinking Bbout right now. The 
water drainage, coming down across that way a.nd according to the contours you could wind up 
with some problems there with a fence.

Taunya Eyre: And that goes where there is nothing between the two bnJSh areas. The rain 
garden ends np between the two brush areas, is that coJTect? 

Shaun Cassidy: Right. 

Taunya EyTe: Okay. 

Chairman Crafton: So, Shaun would yo\J object to putting Foster Holly·s ... what was your 
proposal on the Foster Holly"s? 

Shaun Cassidy: The length of both buildings, separating my prope11_v and my neighbor's. They 
are recommended to be 10 to 15 ft. a part. So, of course I would be within that range. 

Herb McKee: You are talking about going all the way to the chain-link fence, or just to the back 
of the building? 
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Chainnan Crafton: Can you give him the pointer for the map pkase. 

Slnun Cassidy: It would start at the front of this building, and run back here. 

Herb :vfcKee: Not all the way to the chain-link fence? 

Shaull Cassidy: Right in there. It would start at that point and go to that point (showing on the 
GIS Map). That is a 6ft. privacy fence right through thcre. It is not a chain-link fence. 

Chainr1an Crafton: \Vhat about extending it all the way down to the fcn<:c? 

Shann Cassidy: Honestly, I haven't even considered it, because I'm not blocking anything 
rcal!v. 

Chairman Crafton: Well, the reason why I'm saying this is because he was concerned about 
tranic coming in on to his property, mainly from the hotel is what he i~ talking about But now 
you have traffic coming from your location that could possibly go that way. Does that make 
s•:nsc? 

Shaun Cassidy: I see what you are saying. I guess I'm having a problem seeing why somebody 
ha~; this area to walk, up to Main Street, but they want to fish around and go ... 

Chainnan Crafton: Welt I don't know. Maybe some lit!le kid wants to go over and shoot his B­
B Gun in his backyard or something. 

Thad McConnic: I think a fence would protect your interest. J think that if you were to enclose 
tlJi:~ property with a wooden fence, say like a 7ft. tall fence, it would protect your interest as well 
as protecting your neighbor's interest To make it to where you could not have any foot traffic, 
leaving or entering the prope1ty except off of South Main Street. That to me would be an idea 
agreement and it would serve, to me, your property as well as your neighbor's propet1y. I don't 
think that it would be that much of an expense, considering what you are proposing to do. We 
are talking about quite a few people moving onto a piece of property that there is no one on tight 
nmv. Taking that in to consideration, and 1 know that we can't con8ider every instance that 
comes up. but a privacy fence around 3-sides of your property, running to S. Main, around the 
entire property would be a wise investment on your part, as well as satisfying your neighbor's 
m·<ods also.

Come back with the 
sit~ plan with everything in order. 

Tommy Joe Ftidy: If you are going to come back, why don't you t2ble the whole thing! 

Thad McCormic: That's what l recommend we do.

Theresa Curtis: Parking lot lighting, sidewalk, and screening. 

Chairman Crafton: Anything else? There is adequate parking there correct? We have covered 
everything. 

Kathy Ferrell: Did we ask if there was anyone else that would like to speak? 

Ch11innan Craflon: I was getting ready to, Thank you Shaun. fs there anyone else in the 
audience that would like to speak for or against? Give us your name and address please. 

Clii1on Krahwin.kel: 529 Hwy 41-A, Henderson. KY. 

Chaim1an Craflon: Do you swear to tell the truth to the best of your krlowlcdge? 

Clifton Krahwinkel: I just wanted to make sure that everybody underst('Od that the drainage 
fi·(•n the neighbor to the propctty that Shaun is trying to develop is that at fir~t he was concerned 
about drainage issues. If you noticed the contours, his property is draining to the southeast ru1d 
to the southwest, which i:; going to go across Shaun's property. We have addressed that with the 
rain garden, with retention. If he puts a privacy fence to the ground betwwn l1im and his 
neie,hbor, that obviously will atfect that drain. He puts a privacy fence on the north side; it is 
gotng to affect the drainage getting to the wooded area that you sec that gets to the structural that 
allows all the stonn water to get out of there.

Also, something else that I just want 
to make sure everybody understand is that all the property around him is Light lndust:dal, and so 
if you arc asking him to screen from a less intense use to a more intense usc, we t)'pically have 
no\. 1:ce11 that in !he past. If there is real issues as far as travel. I don't think that when Shaun 
builds a multi-family apartment complex that anybody is going to go from his apartment 
complex and go on his side of the p1;vacy fence north. There is nothing there except residential 
struc.turcs. They may walk to the gas station, which is down here, but I don't think they are 
going to "V.'alk across his neighbor's property to the north. and they're probably not going to walk 
through the hotel property, possibly but I doubt it. But the m~in thing is tlte drainage. If he puts 
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up a privacy fence all the way around his property, he is going to hove serious drainage issues, 
and he is going to cause drainage issues. 1 don't think that is very good at all. And again. the 
screening rrom a more intensive use. When somebody does develop that property, which is the 
light Industrial. they would be required to screen. a privacy fence or whatever from a residential 
property.

Thad McCom1ic: So, a privacy fence you are saying would .. .I fail to understand how a privacy 
fence ... a silt fence T could tmderstand how it keeps rn·osion and stuff at bay during the 
con:;tmction, but I don't understand how a wooden fence ... thc bottom oftbc fence kept off the 
grac!e and post on 8 ft. centers, l don't ttnderstand .. , . 

Clifton Krahwinkel: Well, most people wben they put in privacy fence, bc••ause I know when I 
put one up, and if you look at 90% of them in Henderson County the privacy fence will go to the 
gror<nd. Now if you want to get with an engineer and figured out what the opening needs to be 
1Tom the ground to the bottom of the fence to allow a certain flow lc' come through, then that is 
up to an engineer. I'm just stating that if you put a privacy fence between his property and the 
ncigllbor' s propetty, when his neighbor's property is obviously flowing t<,ward his property 
autornatically, and if his neighbor is wonied about drainage causing obstruction to worsen that 
drainage. I just don't think it's a good idea. 

Chairman Crafton: ls !here anybody else in the audience that would like to speak for against? 

Mr. Stone: One more question. On the Holly's. if something happens and they die, is he going to 
replace them?

Chainnan Crafton: Next is Rezoning #1001 with Development Plan. 

Kathy Ferrell: REZONING #1001 WITH DEVELOPMENT PLAN- Submitted by Steve 
Cotter, DBA S&P Services, Inc., for property located in the City of Henderson at 1413, 1415 & 
1417 Loeb Street and 612 Letcher Street and containing 16,546 sq. ft. Applicant is requesting a 
zoning change from R-3, Inner City Residential to General Business with a development plan for 
an office for S&P Services. You will see up on the screen the site highlighted in the blue, which 
is zoned Residential Inner City, and is completed surrounded by that zone as well. Mr. Cotter 
submitted in his applicant aN arrative Report, which states that the plan to develop what is 
currently 1413 Loeb Street, 612 Letcher Street, 1415 Loeb Street, and 1417 Loeb Street is one 
that will improve the area by; removing old structures and replacing them with new construction, 
reducing the amount of motor vehicle traffic, and increasing the green area on the property, after 
removing the existing structures and these structures are 2 depilated manufactured homes, a new 
structure will be added to the existing structure on 1413 Loeb St., (612 Letcher St.) The new 
structure being 30' x 40' connected to the existing structure by a 5'x 8' walkway. Natural 
screening will be installed as required along property borders. Two paved off street parking 
places will be provided. Dennis Branson, are you here representing Steve Cotter? 

Dennis Branson: I can be if needed. 

Kathy Ferrell: Does anyone have any questions about this Rezoning Request? 

Chainnan Crafton: Anybody have any questions? Basically, they are just trying to expand a 
little bit? 

Kathy Ferrell: Yes, actually the consolidation plat has already been approved. His existing 
building, he is proposing a 30' x 40' addition to that.

FACILITY USE AGREEMENT 

I. This facility Use Agreement is between the City of Henderson, Kentucky ("City") and 
the Henderson County Cooperative Extension Service, sponsor of the Farmers Market in 
Downtown Henderson ("Extension Service"). 

2. The Extension Service has requested that it be petmitted to use the property belonging to 
the City located at the comer of Second and Water Streets, in order to conduct the 2012 
Farmers Market, and the City is agreeable to permit such use of the property under the 
following terms and conditions: 

a. The Farmers Market shall be conducted from May I, 2012 through October 31, 
2012, and the days and hours of operation of the market shall be on Tuesdays 
from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00p.m., Fridays from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00p.m., and Saturdays 
from I 0:00a.m. to 5:00p.m. 

b. Vendors participating in the market shall be solely responsible for providing and 
assembling tents used to sell their products, and shall make all reasonable efforts 
to secure the tents from becoming displaced due to wind. 

c. The City agrees that the Extension Service may have electrical service installed at 
the property for use by vendors in the sale of their products, and that the 
Extension Service shall be responsible for all costs and charges for such electrical 
servtce. 

d. That the vendors shall keep the property free of trash and litter at all times. 
e. The City agrees that the vendors participating in the market are allowed to drive 

and park their vehicles on the property when such vehicles are being used in the 
sale of their products. 

f. The City agrees that the Extension Service may post signs from time to time on 
the property advertising special events at the market. 

g. The Extension Service shall maintain liability insurance in the amount of 
$1,000,000 and shall name the City as an additional insured on the policy and 
furnish a copy of the policy to the City. 

h. The Extension Service shall indemnify and hold the City free and harmless from 
any and all claims which may be asserted against the City, or its officials and 
employees, resulting from the use of the property for a Farmers Market. 



1. No alcoholic beverages shall be sold or consumed on the property, nor shall the 

property be used for any illegal or unlawful purpose. 

J. The Extension Service understands and agrees that there will be festivals 

occurring in the downtown area during the time of the market which will 

necessitate the closing of certain streets in the vicinity of the market. 

k. This agreement may be terminated without cause by either party by the giving of 

sixty (60) days written notice to the other party.
